Maintenance work is carried out on electrical
equipment, radio-navigation equipment, radar equipment and aircraft instruments. Maintenance works include pre-, inter-
and post-flying inspection, periodic examinations, examinations for the purpose of extending and acquiring airworthiness,
examinations of reconstruction and repairs on aircraft and minor modifications. Employment is possible in aircraft-
technical centres and in a growing number of new airports from which charter flights run and every charter company has
its own team of people working on aircraft maintenance.
